couple.

Election of Series Coordinator, Public Relations Officer, Newsletter Editor and 

Technical Officer: 

 

Terry OôBrien agreed to continue with the role of Series Coordinator.  No other nominations 

were received. 
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No nominations were received for the position of Public Relations Officer.  The members 

agreed to leave this position vacant for the time being, with the Executive Committee to 

jointly fulfil the role. 

 

Bob Louie resigned as Newsletter Editor.  There were no new nominations.  Bob agreed to 

continue with the newsletter until a replacement editor was found and to assist any new 

volunteers. 

 

Brian Hamilton agreed to continue with the role of Technical Officer.  Phillip Noblett was 

nominated as Deputy Technical Officer.  Votes were unanimous in support of Phillip filling 

the position of Deputy Technical Officer. 

 

 

General Business: 

1. Geoff Page noted that the Club was required to update the Incorporated Society Register 

with their new Constitution, as changes were being made to this document.  The 

Committee is to ensure this is carried out. 

 

2. Sponsorship:  Tim Pollard, on behalf of Motul, offered to continue sponsorship of the 

Club.  The members thanked Motul for their continued support. 

 

3. Entry fee for each series round was discussed.  Terry advised that this will be set by the 

Tier 2 Road Show.  As mentioned earlier (under the heading of The Tier 2 Travelling 

Road Show) this is proposed to be $295.00. 

 

4. The payment of costs to club members carrying out the roles of 

¶ Newsletter Editor ($250.00) 

¶ Series Coordinator ($300.00) 

¶ Technical Officer(s) ($300.00) 

was discussed.  Agreement was reached to pay the amounts shown in brackets above.  

The amount of $300.00 per round for Technical Officer(s) is to be shared, as agreed 

between Brian Hamilton and Phillip Noblett. 

 

5. The cost of club membership was discussed.  At this point, Sam Elliot offered to supply 

members with a club shirt, including decals, for around $40.00 each.  Discussion took 

place over adding this amount to a membership fee of $80.00 and supplying each 

member with a club shirt.  A vote was held and the motion passed.  The membership fee 

was set at $120.00. 

 

6. The series entry fee was discussed and proposed at $100.00.  A vote was taken and the 

$100.00 series entry fee was passed. 

 

7. Discussion took place over the alterations to Notices of Motion during an AGM.  A 

definitive ruling was not forthcoming so it was agreed that the Incorporated Societies Act 

be read for guidance. 
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8. The use of the SS2000 website was discussed.  It was proposed that we have access to 

portions just for members.  Brent Thompson to investigate. Brian Hamilton proposed that 

the committee discipline those members that bring the club into disrepute on the SS2000 

website. 

 

9. Terry OôBrien proposed that our club name of SS2000 is old hat.  A healthy discussion 

ensued however, it was agreed that no change be made.
